= This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical,
sensory, or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they are closely
supervised and instructed concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.

= Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used by or near children. Cleaning and
user maintenance shall not be made by children unless they are supervised. Children should be
supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

. Use the appliance in a well-ventilated area.

= Always place the appliance on a flat, stable and heat-resistant surface. Do not use the appliance
on temperature sensitive surfaces.

It must never be used on
a stovetop, range top, hot gas or electric burner or in a heated oven. It may warp and result
ininjuries.
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- CAUTION To protect against damage or electric shock, do not cook in the base unit. Cook only
in the provided inner cooking pot.

= Oversized foods or metal utensils must not be inserted in the appliance as they may cause a fire or
risk of electrical shock.

- Always make sure the outside of the cooking pot is dry prior to use. If the pot is returned
to the appliance when wet, it may damage or cause the product to malfunction.

: Rice should not be left in the cooking pot on WARM mode for more than 12 hours.

- Do not use the appliance for anything other than its intended use. Do not use or store
attachments or accessories in this unit that are not recommended or sold by the manufacturer.

- Do not place any of the following materials inside the unit: paper, cardboard and plastic.
- Do not use the cooking pot to caramelize sugar, pop corn, or make candy.

=2 Do not place the hot pot on counter top, as it will stain or burn the countertop. Use a protective
trivet.

- Do not use the pot to reheat food or for general food storage.
. Do not use or repair any pot that is cracked, chipped or broken.

- Unplug the appliance and allow all parts to cool down completely before handling
or attempting to clean.

- Do not let the power cord hang (over the edge of a table or counter) to avoid tripping
or cause the heated water to spill and possibly cause burns or injuries. Do not let the power cord
touch hot surfaces.

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BEFORE FIRST USE

1- Read all instructions and important safeguards.

2-Remove all packaging materials and ensure that all parts have been received in good condition.

USING THE RICE COOKER

During first use of the appliance, smoke and/or a slight odour may occur from the appliance.

1- Place appliance on a flat, level, dry, stable and heat-resistant surface.

2-Using the provided rice measuring cup, add rice to the cooking pot.

NOTE:

- The rice measuring cup included follows industry standard and is not equal to a standard
measuring cup. The included rice measuring cup is equal to % of a US standard cup (177 ml).

. Fill the measuring cup to the edge.

. Not compatible with parboiled, instant, converted and risotto rice.

. Do not steam vegetables or fish while cooking rice.

3-Rinse rice in cooking pot several times to remove excess starch. Drain.

4- Add water to cooking pot by using water lines inside the cooking pot. Fill to the line that
matches the type of rice and amount of cups being cooked.

IMPORTANT:

.o 2 rice scales are printed inside the cooking pot. Follow the white rice scale to cook white
and sushi rice and the brown rice scale for brown rice.

Do not place more than 4
rice measuring cups of uncooked rice into the unit at once. For brown rice, do not place more
than 3 rice measuring cups.

:: The data provided in the table above is for reference only. Actual cooking times may vary.
5-Place the cooking pot into the rice cooker. Close the lid securely until a “click” is heard.

6- Plug the power cord into a 120V AC wall outlet. The rice cooker will beep.

7- Press the (') button to turn on the rice cooker. All lights will flash on control panel.

NOTE: The control panel will flash for 15 seconds. If no program is selected, the rice cooker will turn off.

8- Select the desired function. A red indicator light will appear above the selected function.
The rice cooker will beep and the default cooking time will be displayed for a few seconds

(45 min for white and sushi rice, 60 min for brown rice). The rice cooker will adjust cooking time
throughout cooking cycle based on amount of rice and moisture.

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9- The rice cooker will countdown the final 8 minutes of cooking time (10 minutes for sushi rice
and 15 minutes for brown rice).

10-Once cooking is complete, the rice cooker will beep and automatically shift to the WARM
mode and the timer will begin. The warm function can be used for a maximum of 12 hours
and will shut off.

11- Once the rice has been served, turn off the rice cooker by pressing the (D button and unplug
the rice cooker.

HELPFUL TIPS

:: The WHITE RICE button cooks: white rice, white long grain, white basmati rice and jasmine.
= The BROWN RICE button cooks: brown rice, brown long grain, and brown basmati.

= The SUSHI RICE button cooks: white short grain rice and Calrose.

= For best results, once cooked, mix the rice well with the serving spatula within the first hour.

=1 If the rice is too hard once cooked, add some water and cooking time. Use the rice measuring
cup provided and add %2 to 1 cup of water to the rice and mix well. Close the lid of the rice
cooker and select the appropriate function. Once the rice cooker shifts to WARM mode open
the lid and mix the rice well to verify texture.

= If the rice is too moist once cooked, use the serving spoon to mix the rice well to release excess
humidity. Close the lid and keep on WARM mode between 10-30 minutes, depending on
desired texture.

USING THE STEAMING FUNCTION (vegetables, fish or seafood)

1- Using the provided rice measuring cup, fill cooking pot with water until line 1in the white rice
scale is reached.

2- Place the cooking pot into the rice cooker.

3-Place the vegetables, fish or seafood in the steaming basket and place into the cooking pot.
4-Close the lid securely until a “click” is heard.

5- Plug the power cord into a 120V AC wall outlet, the rice cooker will beep.

6-Press the (') button to turn on the rice cooker. The appliance will beep and all lights will flash
on control panel.

7- Press the STEAM button. A red indicator light will confirm that the appropriate mode
has been selected.

8- Adjust the steaming time (see below chart) by pressing on the STEAM button. Each press will
increase the steaming timer by 1 minute. Holding down on the button will increase the timer

faster. The maximum steaming time is 40 minutes.

9- Once the steaming time is set, the rice cooker will beep and blinking will stop. Display will show

“ON” during heating.

10-The timer will begin to countdown once the water has come to a boil.
11- Once cooking is completed, the rice cooker will beep and automatically shift to WARM mode

for a maximum of 2 hours and then will shut off.

12- To avoid overcooking, open the lid and remove the steaming basket immediately with the use
of oven mitts. Turn off the rice cooker by pressing the (') button and unplug the rice cooker.

NOTE: If pot boils dry, rice cooker will beep and remaining time will flash in display. To continue
steaming, add more water. Unit will resume steaming if water is added before 3 minutes. After

3 minutes, the STEAM function must be reprogrammed.

o If food sticks to the surface of the cooking pot, fill the pot with warm, soapy water and allow
it to sit for several hours before cleaning.

:: The cooking pot may be cleaned in a dishwasher, however it may alter the appearance
of the exterior surface. Hand wash is recommended to preserve the original appearance
of the inner cooking pot.

- The removable accessories are dishwasher safe.

=2 Wipe interior and exterior surfaces of the rice cooker with a soft, slightly damp cloth
or sponge.

NOTE: Do not use abrasive cleaners or scouring pads or any other object that could scratch.

STORAGE

Ensure all pieces are clean and dry before storing. Store appliance in a dry, clean place. Never wrap
the cord tightly around the appliance, as this could place undue stress on the cord where it enters
the appliance and cause it to fray and break. Keep it loosely coiled.
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2-YEAR LIMITED WARRANTY

This warranty covers any defects in materials and workmanship for a period of two (2) years

from the date of the original purchase. Please retain your original receipt as a proof of the purchase
date. Any complaints must be registered within the warranty period. The product will be repaired,
replaced (parts or entire appliance) or refunded at our sole discretion.

This warranty does not cover normal wear of parts or damage resulting from any of the following:
negligent use or misuse of the product including failure to clean the product regularly, use for
commercial purposes, accident, use on improper voltage or current, use contrary to the operating
instructions, disassembly, repair or alteration by anyone other than a RICARDO authorized
service agent. Stains, discoloration and minor scratches on the inside and outside of the appliance
constitute normal use, do not affect performance and are not covered by this warranty.
