We’ve added Kansas and Maryland licensure to ship our wines to residents, and we are no longer shipping to
New Hampshire. We have applied to Kentucky, and will continue to expand our wine shipping destinations. All
other items can ship to all States! Our wines can ship to the following States at this time:

Alaska (with limitations), California, Colorado, Florida, Georgia, Kansas, Maryland, Massachusetts, Michigan,
Minnesota, Missouri, Nevada, New York, North Carolina, Ohio, Oregon, Pennsylvania, Texas, Virginia,

Washington State, Washington D.C. and Wisconsin.
